4. SEMINAR 

    The Seminar started with the analysis of the European Championship 2008 in Malta in which, for the first time it was used the new rule of positive evaluation.
It was remarked the difference in evaluations between each Judge   
for the same techniques because different interpretation of the rule.
    A DVD was used as a base for the analysis and discussion of each Kata. Before each Kata Mr. Sugiyama remarked the general elements to be observed: using the DVD each technique was analyzed and discussed in detail starting from the opinion of the judges and, at the end the final opinion of Mr. Sugiyama.  
    The guidelines were given and the first results of this job probably will be visible in the next EC in Romania in May 2009. 

The Seminar started at 09.00 a.m. and finished at 07.00 p.m. with a break for lunch.


5. EXAMINATIONS 

The Seminar included session for examinations to increase the number of licenses of the individual Judge in more Kata or for new Judges Licenses.
