If tori applies
kansetsu waza a second time, he is given direct hansoku make and he is not allowed
to continue the competition.Application of shime waza is allowed: An athlete who
has lost consciousness due to shime waza is not allowed to continue the competition.

The white and blue judogi are obligatory. Judogi control according to the Sokuteiki
Rule. All competitors are obliged to have back number on their judogi.
