Judogi: Blue and white Judogi in conformity with the EJU and IJF rules 
will be required. 

 
BACK NUMBERS 
Numerical Inscriptions must be sent in about 2 months before. 
The participating federation should advise how many athletes will 
be participating. 

1. Each competitor taking part 
in the EJU events is obliged to 
have on the back of his judogi 
the official back number made 
up of two parts: the FIXED 
upper part, consisting of the 
Surname and the National 
Olympic Abbreviation; the 
CHANGEABLE bottom part 
consisting of the event name 
and the sponsors, 
unique for each event. 
2. The participating athlete / 
federation is responsible for 
ordering and sewing of the 
FIXED part of the back 
number, which must be the 

official EJU / IJF one. It should be ordered from 
www.mybacknumber.com. Production and delivery takes around 
4 weeks. 
3. The CHANGEABLE part will be given to the head of delegation 
during registration, and the athletes can stick it themselves using 
the special glue on the back number. In case the participating 
federation sends fewer athletes than registered in the numerical 
entry, the federation will be charged the cost of the back number 
of all cancelled athletes. 

 
 
Inscription: All entries, of European and Non-European delegations, have to 

be registered in Jumas http://jumas.europejudo.com/ not later 
than the 1st of February 2010. The nominal forms are for 
organisational purposes.

FEDERATIONS 

 
EJU fee: Each competitor at the EJU World Cup Tournament is obliged to 

pay the EJU Fee. The fee of €10,00 will be collected at the 
registration.

Back numbers 
of previous tournaments must be replaced by the Backnumbers 
of the tournament. 

 



 

Referees: Participating Federations are obliged to nominate minimum one 
IJF Referee A or B according to the EJU rules. 

 The maximum referees that can be inscribed are:  
 Organising Federation - 6 Referees 
 Participating Federations – 2 Referees 
 Non-Participating Federations – 2 Referees 
 
Travel expenses: Participating Federations are responsible to cover their own 

travel expenses from and to Vienna. Transfers in Vienna will be 
provided by the organizer. 

 
Transfer: The transfer from the Airport Vienna or from the railway stations 

of Vienna to the hotel and to the competition hall will be free of 
charge, for all participants accommodated in the official lodging. 

 
Visa: For nations which need a VISA to enter AUSTRIA, please send 

us as soon as possible (latest January 8th, 2010) the list of 
participants with their names, the passport number, the date 
of birth, the date of issue and the date of expiry.
