Doping control: 
 
  The Gold Medal Winner and another drawn Medalist from the rest per weight  

  category are obliged to take a doping test. 

 

Referees: Each participating National Federation must be accompanied by one referee having 

  at least continental licence, classified „A” or „B” Organisers may enter a maximum 

  of 4 referees.  
 

Referee meeting on 11th of Feb. 2011 at 19:00 hours in Hotel Arena. 

 

Special rules: According to the IJF the number of competitors is limited as below: 

Per countries:  4 competitors max. per weight category  

   

KO system with quarterfinal (last 8) repechage.  

Seeding of the top 8 among the entered competitors according to WRL, rest of draw 

– separation by nations. 

 

Duration of the contests: 5 minutes 

Golden Score: 3 minutes 

 

Weigh-in: Athletes must present their EJU accreditation and passport (in case of domestic   

athletes, national identity card with photography) at the official weigh-in.  

 

Liability: Neither the organizers of the event nor the Hungarian Judo  

  Association (nor any its officials or members) will be liable or 

 responsible for arising accident or damage during of participation     

or traveling in connection with this championship. 

 

Coaching: All coaches must fully adhere to the Code of Conduct for Judo Coaches.  

  Dress Code:    

  - Draw: jacket suit and tie 

  - Elimination rounds: national track suit with trousers reaching down to shoes. 

  - For the final block program (TV time): jacket suit with tie. 

 

 

 

Judogi and Back Numbers: 
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Only Judogi of IJF 

Approved Suppliers are 

allowed. 

All Judogi should satisfy 

the IJF rules, and will be 

controlled by sokuteki. 

EJU / IJF Back Number 

is obligatory. Judoka will 

be allowed to use the 

2010 version of the EJU / 

IJF Back Number until 

31st December 2011. 

 

 

The space on the shoulder stripes can be only used by the EJU Partners who have 

bought the right to advertise on the Judogi shoulder stripes (25cm x 5cm). EJU 

Partners can also be the athletes’ sponsors, if these would like to show the company 

in EJU events.  

Advertising on the arms (10cm x 10cm on both right and left side) can be used by 

federations and their Judoka as usual for their own profit.
