The contestants must wear judogis that meet
the following conditions:

Made of strong cotton fabric or similar material
(see guideline), in good condition (without
tears). The material must not be so thick,

hard or slippery as to prevent the opponent
from getting a grip. Colours: blue for the first
contestant and white or off-white for the
second contestant.

Mandatory markings:

Back identification of athletes must
include name and country:

Each competitor taking part in the EJU
events is obliged to have sewn on the back
of his Judogi an appropriate back number
consisting of two parts: Fixed upper part
with surname and Natianal Olympic
Abbreviation.

Customisable lower part reserved for
sponsors and/or EJU event logo, unique
for each event.

Only the original EJU Back Numbers carrying
the EJU logo and acquired exclusively

The EJU Back Numbers are mandatory for all
European Championships, World Cups in the
territory of EJU, European Cups, and other
events specified by EJU. It is valid for all
categories (Senior, U23, U20, U17, Veteran).
